Committee Descriptions

Case Studies - Review and grade case studies

Council on Professional Issues – Represent the divisions of practice to the SEMDA Board of Directors (Clinical Nutrition, Community Nutrition, Consultation and Business Practice, Dietetic Educators, and Food and Nutrition Management); provide opportunity for communication and networking on professional issues affecting members at the district level; communicate any concerns to the Board and/or to the MDA Coordinator on professional issues. 

Financial Resources – Organize fundraising opportunities such as SEMDA merchandise, event tickets, meeting sponsorship, etc. The funds are used to promote the dietetics profession and support the operating budget. 

Hospitality – Provide welcoming refreshments/snacks and support services at all SEMDA functions. 

Legislation and Public Policy – Advise the Board of Directors on legislative issues; advocate nutrition related issues with local state and national representatives on behalf of MDA; educate district members regarding nutrition issues as it relates to professional practice; attend district, state and national programs such as the Legislative Breakfast; develop professional contacts with local representatives to promote the MDA and ADA legislative platform; prepare newsletter communications to educate the membership  via the district newsletter, meetings and educational workshops; promote nutrition education via legislative district meetings. 

Newsletter Publication – Coordinate the articles for the SEMDA Newsletter and edit for accuracy and appropriateness.

Program Planning – Assist in recruiting speakers for Membership Education Sessions, SEMDA Workshops and the Margaret L King Lecture and assist with coordinating activities for these events. 

Public Relations/National Nutrition Month - promote the dietetic profession to the community. 

Scholarship - Review scholarship applications for the SEMDA and Janet Lerminiaux Scholarships and select a recipient based on established selection criteria.

Web Site - Write, edit and format in HTML sections of the web page that relate to Nutrition. 

Women's Expo (May) – Interact with the public at the SEMDA Booth during the weekend event at Novi Expo (2 to 4 hour time commitment); education materials (provided by SEMDA) are available for the public during the event.
